INSTRUCTIONS CONCERNING MONEY-ORDER
BUSINESS TRANSACTED ON THE DO-
MESTIC BASIS WITH CERTAIN
FOREIGN COUNTRIES.

A money order drawn for payment in Bermuda, British
Guiana, British Honduras, Canada, Canal Zone, Cuba, Mexico,
Newfoundland, the Philippine Islands and certain islands of the
West Indies, to wit, Antigua, Bahamas, Barbabos, Dominica,
Grenada, Jamaica, Montserrat, Nevis, St. Kitts, St. Lucia, St.
Vincent, Trinidad, and Tobago and the Virgin Islands, must
be issued on the domestic form, and in every such case a sep-
arate advice, on Form 6006, must be dispatched by the next
outgoing mail to the office of payment, unless the order is pay-
able in Newfoundland, when the separate advice (Form 6006)
must be dispatched to the postmaster at Sydney, N. S., Canada.

Notwithstanding the repeated and explicit instructions of
like nature heretofore published and distributed, postmasters
in many instances continue to reflect discredit upon them-
selves and upon the Money Order System by carelessly failing to
forward such separate advice to the country of payment when
they issue a money order on the domestic form payable in a
country with which the United States transacts money-order
business on the domestic basis. Such carelessness will * no
longer be tolerated by this department, which must insist that
- this important requirement be strictly adhered to in the future.
