Postmasters should read carefully Order No.7884,
Inserts Nos. 33-35, published on pages 45 and 47 of
this supplement, especially those paragraphs which
provide for the use of boxes, crates, etc., in the
shipment outside of mail bags, in the first and
second zones, of butter, eggs, fruits, vegetables,
dressed poultry, and other articlesyin parcels weigh-
ing over 20 pounds.
